    JUDGING RUBRIC
There will be three Categories for judging.  Please give each project: 1, 2, or 3 points for each category. Those submitting projects must supply the evidence indicated.
Service:  Valued service given to a non-university community group.

1. Service given to a university group. No evidence that it was highly valued.
2. Service given to a non-university group. No evidence that it was highly valued or to a university group with evidence that it was highly valued..
3. Service given to a non-university group-evidence indicates highly valued by recipient.
Learning:  The service given was based upon academic curriculum, and involved application of this curriculum.

1. No evidence of learning gained by students involved.
2. Some evidence of learning gained by students involved.

3. Much evidence of learning gained by students involved.

Collaboration/Interaction:  The degree of interaction of the service giver with the service receiver, where a common understanding is reached and perhaps new ideas are received by the receiver.

1. No evidence of common understanding achieved.

2. Some evidence of common understanding achieved.

3. Much evidence of common understanding and new ideas accepted by receiver.

1. Less than ten hours.

2. Ten to 20 hours.
